2) National Independent Domestic Violence Advisor and Independent Sexual Violence Advisor Fund 

The Ministry of Justice has committed funding over a multi-year period, until the end of 2024/25 for victim services.

Ministry of Justice (MOJ) Criteria

· Funding is available for multiple years. The amount applied for for 2022-23 will be the baseline for 2023-24 and 2024-25. We understand this to mean that you will receive the same amount in each year, if successful. We therefore recommend applying for the full annual cost of the service for 2022-23. It is not possible to apply for funding for 2023-24 or 2024-25 without applying for the whole period. 

· The MOJ is interested in proposals relating to support for male victims, children and young people and people with protected characteristics (lesbian, gay, bisexual, trans, queer or questioning or other sexuality (LGBTQ+), people with a disability, black, brown, Asian or minority ethnic etc.), however other groups can be supported though the proposed service.
· Consortium bids are welcome. 

· In line with usual government grants, Police and Crime Commissioner’s Offices must ensure that organisations do not use the funding for any of the following activities:
· campaigning activities (this fund is to support the delivery of direct services for vulnerable people); 

· religious activities outside of projects benefiting the wider community and not containing religious content;

· political or lobbying activities;

· loan repayments;

· activities that make profit for private gain.

· Funding must not be used for capital works e.g., building repairs but can be used for other capital costs such as ICT equipment to enhance your communications and help reach local people.

Domestic Abuse (DA) and Sexual Violence (SV) Support Services Fund

The organisation must provide tailored support to female and/or male victims who have experienced domestic abuse, rape or sexual abuse at any point in their life. This includes adults and children. The funding can be used to support existing clients as well as new referrals.

DA and SV support services could include, but are not limited to:

· Family court support.

· Court support.

· Face-to-face or remote counselling for individuals and/or their families.

· Support for specific groups such as BME/ Disabled/ LGBT/male victims etc.

· Outreach workers.

The funding must not be used to provide accommodation or the support services within it. We understand that it can be used for capacity building work. 
Independent Sexual Violence Advisor (ISVA) and Independent Domestic Violence Advisor (IDVA) Funding Conditions

The purpose of this funding is to increase advocacy support for victims and survivors of domestic abuse (DA) and sexual violence (SV), including children.

The bids should ensure that funding is directed in full to the employment of additional advocates/advisors, including training and on-costs. Translation costs will also be considered.

MOJ expects to see bids for services that:

· offer tailored support for under-represented survivors and those with protected characteristics.

· propose innovative advocacy models as well as for established roles such as IDVAs and ISVAs, for both adults and children.

· adopt hybrid models supporting both DA and SV victims, as well as violence against women and girls (VAWG) advocates and advisers, provided they will be supporting victims of SV and/or DA.

Specific roles eligible for this fund include:

· ISVAs and ISVA Managers (provided these managers have an active caseload of victims)

· IDVAs and IDVA Managers (provided these managers have an active caseload of victims)

· Child ISVAs and IDVAs

· ISVAs and IDVAs who provide support to victims with protected characteristics. 

100 posts will be funded nationally in 2022-23 (with funding confirmed for the following 2 financial years for those posts). Funding is guaranteed to the PCC area for the number of posts which are successful rather than specific providers- for example, where a contract ends or changes to another provider. 
Local Criteria

This funding round presents a welcome opportunity to provide sustainability to services which form part of the offer of support to victims across the county but many of which face challenges to their funding in the short- and medium-term. It is also an opportunity to fill gaps and expand provision in areas recognised as in need of more specialist work (for example, work with male victims or protected characteristics). The funding available from Ministry of Justice is finite so we strongly encourage applications which:

· Provide sustainability to the core offer of services to victims of domestic abuse and sexual violence in the county where they do not already have confirmed funding during the three-year funding period (the current offer supported through PCC commissioning includes IDVA and ISVA services, emotional and practical support, advocacy and support through the criminal justice system, sexual violence therapeutic services, Sexual Assault Referral Centre);

· Complement, fill gaps and do not duplicate services available for victims in the county;
· Which are developed in consultation with or as a partnership application with other services;

· Respond to the needs and priorities identified in the separate documents “Domestic Abuse Needs and Priorities” and “Sexual Assault and Abuse Needs and Priorities”, both available on the OPCC website. 
We will use the above local criteria to provide comments on the applications to MOJ.
Application Process

1) Funding applications are to be submitted to the OPCC

2) The OPCC will collate and submit all applications to the Ministry of Justice, along with a needs assessment (based on information requested by Ministry of Justice). The OPCC will provide comments on the application including:

· Fit with Ministry of Justice eligibility criteria;

· Fit with existing and planned services (including any potential duplication);

· Comments on the sustainability of services (such as impact if this funding is not secured);

· Fit with the needs assessment and needs/ priorities identified in the documents provided along with the application form;

· Comment on geographical coverage, for example if a service will cover part of the county (aimed to assist MoJ understand what will and won't be covered);

· The organisation's service delivery (if a service which the OPCC has commissioned in the past) and partnership working to date. 

For applications to the IDVA and ISVA Fund only, the OPCC has been asked to rank bids.

3) Ministry of Justice will decide which services are to receive funding and notify the OPCC (their intention is to do this by 20th May 2022). The MOJ’s intention is for funding to be provided in early June.
Successful applicants will be required to sign up to a Grant Agreement with the OPCC and there will be contract management processes put in place, including performance indicators (to match reporting required to Ministry of Justice), to reflect the value of the grant. 

Points to Note
The OPCC will be required to carry out checks on any organisation which is does not currently fund, such as a credit check and fraud checks. 

Funding will need to be spent within the financial year that is allocated and any underspends will need to be returned to the MoJ at the end of each financial year
